1.    Guest lodging check-in begins at 3:00 p.m.
       and check-out is 11:00 a.m.
       Conference room checkout is 12:00 noon.
2.    A deposit of 20% is required at the time
       facilities are booked (minimum deposit
      $200). All deposits are non-refundable and
      non-transferrable.
3.    Two-night minimum stay is required. Holiday
        weekends require three-night minimums.
4.    Zephyr Point provides blankets and pillows.
       Linens are provided in deluxe facilities
       (Tahoe and Tallac Centers) but not in
       Standard Facilities (Lakeview Lodge,
       Hubbard Lodge, Annex or Cabins).
5.    All Zephyr Point conference facilities are
       smoke-free and alcohol-free.
6.    Groups are required to provide their  own
       liability insurance.
7.    Pets are not permitted.
8.    Parking is limited.  Please carpool.  Boat &
       RV parking is prohibited.
9.    Firewood may be purchased for lodges and
       cabins by advance request (except during
       fire danger times).

PREMIUM FACILITIES

These lakefront multi-purpose centers offer guest rooms with private baths
and full accesssibility for the disabled.  Guest rooms are provided with linens and towels.

(Rates are for conferences only.)

STANDARD FACILITIES

Lodges have private guest rooms with shared bathrooms down the hall. Linens and towels are not
included - please bring your own, or arrange in advance to rent from the office.  Each of these self-contained
facilities have a meeting room with wood-burning fireplace. A fully equipped kitchen allows groups to prepare
their own food, or meals may be scheduled in one of the centers dining rooms (see Food Service rates).

TALLAC CENTER HUBBARD LODGE LAKEVIEW LODGE

Special Rates for Children
(All conference facilities)

Infants & Toddlers (under 3):  No charge

Children (3-9):  $11 per night in parent’s room.
(Lodging minimums must be met to be applied)

Lakeview Lodge is a two-story building located
on the lower grounds just above the piers with
an unobstructed view of the lake.  The lodge
contains 15 guest rooms with two twin beds
each.  The main floor features a large dining
and meeting room.

Minimum: 20 persons $620 per night
5 nights or more $560 per night

Nightly Rates (Per Person):
     2-4 nights $32 per night
     5 or more nights $28 per night

The Tahoe Center offers 43 guest rooms
and three conference rooms (various room
sizes).

The Tallac Center offers 59 guest rooms with
queen beds, four conference rooms, a board
room and a small chapel.

Guest Room Rates:

(2-4 nights) Single or double occupancy $ 90 per night
3-4 persons $115 per night
5-6 persons (3-bed rooms only) $125 per night

(5 or more nights) Single or double occupancy $ 80 per night
3-4 persons $104 per night
5-6 persons (3-bed rooms only) $114 per night

Minimums per room:
2-4 nights minimum $90 per night
5 or more nights minimum $80 per night

TAHOE CENTER

(Capacity 30 people)(Capacity 55 people)
Hubbard Lodge is a three-story building in the
upper part of the grounds with a view of the
lake from all three levels. The upper two floors
contain 15 guest rooms with two twin beds
each, and a room for meeting and dining.
These two levels accommodate 30 people.

The lower level has a conference room and five
guest rooms, each furnished with two double
bunks and a single bunk, suitable for families
or individuals.

Minimum total: (30 persons)   $960 per night
5 nights or more           $840 per night

Nightly Rates (Per Person):
    2-4 nights $32 per night
    5 or more nights $28 per night
