Speakers, Laptop Computers, iPads/Tablets, Weapons (including but not limited to knives, guns, 
firecrackers, pepper spray, etc.), Prank Items, Drugs, Alcohol, Nicotine/Tobacco Products, Vapes, Pets, 
or Valuables of any kind.  
 
Cell Phones
